The art contests will take place online. Teachers will submit a digital photo in the For Teachers submissions tab of the German Day website for the appropriate art category.  Teachers will receive the password in a separate email to use for submissions and the password-protected sections of the website.					
Guidelines: All entries must address this year’s German Day theme: “Unschlagbar zusammen.” There is no one specific interpretation of the expression, so you can be creative! All entries are due my midnight on March 13, 2023. Teachers, professors, and judges will vote on the winners online, and winners will be announced at German Day on March 23.
					
Art Contests:
1. Poster Contest: Make a poster or collage that reflects the German Day theme. Take a digital photo and submit the photo.
2. Digital Art: Digital art may be created using online resources as long as there is no copyright infringement. Any artwork containing a combination of 2D and digital art will be considered in the digital art category.
3.  2-D Art:  Any media can be used: painting, drawing, pen and ink, pencil, pastel, etc. Maximum dimensions are 30 inches x 30 inches. The piece must have a title and must reflect the German Day theme. This includes drawings done with a stylus on a computer because they are still drawn by hand. Submit a digital photo of the artwork.
3. 3D Art. The piece must have a title and reflect the German Day theme. Create the object and then take a digital photo be submit.
4. Photography: One division, encompassing both black/white and color. Maximum size of the photograph is 30 inches x 30 inches. The photograph must have a title and reflect the German Day theme. Submit the digital photo.
